
FDLSA Recreational League

Ages: U5 – U19

Most players are introduced to soccer at this level.  Concentration is on player development, coaching development and 

just having fun win or lose.  FDLSA recreational teams play other FDLSA recreational teams at the same place and day 

each week.  Teams are formed by randomly grouping players together by their address (or section).  There is an end of 

the year tournament all teams participate that concludes the season.  Participation in other sports is entirely possible and 

encouraged at the recreation level.

Teams at this level are formed through a tryout process held in mid-summer each 

year.  This is the first time a player may encounter the possibility of not being 

selected for a team.  There are 2-3 divisions in each age group (National, World, 

American) which teams are placed according to skill, record, & age.  FDLSA select 

teams play other select club teams from East Central.  Travel is usually required for 

half the games in a season.  Commitment level usually increases at this level to a 

couple of practices per week, potentially more tournaments, and higher level of 

coaches.

The purpose of the Wisconsin State League Boys 

and Girls Premier and 1st Divisions shall be to 

provide the highest level of competition for U12 & 

higher players within the state.  Teams must finish 

in the top 2 places of their Classic A Division and 

go through and application/selection process.
